Did you know?

The church year begins
with Advent.

Colours play an important part of the worship of the Church and they change
according to the seasons of the Church year. Colours are a primary source of
symbolism, and communicate to worshippers much about the nature of the lessons
heard during the Liturgy of the Word (which are themed according to the seasons),

and about what is done during worship.
